become certified.  Field trips include an introduction to local habitats such as 
swamps, lakes, rivers, wetlands, forests, urban landscapes and the issues af-
fecting them. Georgia Master Naturalists are encouraged to share their 
knowledge with their communities by volunteering  with local schools and en-
vironmental education centers.
